Special Apple & Oat
S DOG TREATS S Ingredients (makes approx. 10 cookies)

3 large apples - peeled, cored and sliced
2 tablespoons of water

1 cup wholemeal flour (or plain if you don’t have wholemeal)

Half cup of rolled oats
1 egg - beaten

Chunky apple sauce

1. Place the apple slices into a saucepan with 2 tablespoons of water
2. Put a lid on the saucepan and bring to the boil

3. Turn down to a low heat and simmer for 5 mins

4. Allow to cool then mash with a fork - aim for a chunky mash

Treats

1. Add the flour, oats and egg to the apple sauce and mix thoroughly
into a dough

. Add extra flour if too wet; water if too dry

. Roll out on a floured surface to approx. 1.5 cm thick

. Get creative and cut out some fun shapes such as love hearts or bones
. Place on a lined baking tray

. Bake at 150°C/300°F for 25-30 minutes or until golden brown

. Allow to cool on a wire rack before treating your dog!
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. Store in a sealed container in the fridge, discard if no longer fresh

Remember these are treats - so only one per day!
